Temperament  and Personality:  confident, not reactive, sweet (not bossy), alert,  medium energy, responsive, willing, affectionate, good with cats, chickens and other dogs, loves to ride in the car.

Age: 1-year and up, including seniors.  Note:  my unwillingness to get a puppy is due to unknown adult size rather than the extra effort that a puppy would require.  Since I have limited myself size wise, a puppy is probably not a good option.
